Oversaw the execution of about
7000 drug dealers.

Statement: "Hitler massacred
three million Jews. Now, there is
three million drug addicts. I'd be
happy to slaughter them."



B.
Since the coup attempt in July

2016, he has purged about
140,000 people from their jobs and
arrested 50,000.



C.

Has had political opponents,
journalists, demonstrators and
LGBT activists arrested and
sometimes murdered.

Statement: "There is no such thing
as a former KGB man."



D. Crimes of his regime include
"extermination, murder, enslavement,
torture, imprisonment, rape...
persecution on political, religious, racial
and gender grounds, the forcible
transfer of populations, the enforced
disappearance of persons and the
inhumane act of knowingly causing

prolonged starvation" (UN)



E.

Since taking power in a coup, has
cracked down on journalists and
human rights activists.

Statement: "Please, don't listen to
anyone but me. | am dead
serious.”



F.
Has taken increased control of the

country's media, legislated against
NGOs and imprisoned migrants in
packing crates. Statement: "We
want nho more people to come.
Those who are here, go home!”



G. Took power in a military coup,
has refused to hold elections,
arrested dissidents and enforced
strict censorship. Statement: “Please
understand that | don’t come from
an election. I'm well aware of that.
So please put on hold all political
criticism and forums on politics.”



H. During decades-long reign his
crimes included mass murder,
torture, war and the use of
poison gas. Statement: "Nothing
worse than Kurds in your milk.
General, make sure | never see
another Kurd again."
